GRAY LIGHTNING , bumped at the break, was sent up between rivals soon after to reach a stalking spot, tipped out three to four wide into the stretch,
closed in under pressure and joined the leader from her outside in mid stretch, switched over to her correct lead when taking command a sixteenth out then
drew clear while kept to task. MARY'S BOON sped clear early, set the pace two wide into the lane, dug in when engaged in mid stretch, fought on to the
sixteenth pole, faded late but had enough left to save the place. SALLY'S SUPRISE stumbled outward at the break bumping a rival, drafted back off the
pace, raced two to three wide into the lane, advanced between runners leaving mid stretch and continued willingly to the wire. VEGAS CONDO prompted
briefly inside, dropped back around the turn, saved ground into the lane, made a bit of a run near the sixteenth pole then flattened out. SAMARITA bobbled
slightly at the break, was nudged up three deep early to chase, came four wide for the drive and faded. FIRST HILL , bumped and squeezed back at the
break, regrouped and raced between runners into the turn, angled five wide into the stretch but lacked a response. MOMENT TO SHINE , three deep with
early pursuit, failed to kick on mid turn and weakened.
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
