ROSE OF TEXAS away alertly and tracked the leader through the stretch the first time while racing one out from the rail, forced the issue two wide in the

run down the backside, rallied one out from the rail entering the final turn, began to get the better of her pace rival leaving the turn, but was all out to fend off
that stubborn foe late to prevail. PRINCESS ALESKA broke sharply and raced to the lead from along the rail entering the stretch the first time, set a
pressured pace from the inside of ROSE OF TEXAS in the run down the backstretch and into the final turn, lost the lead to that rival leaving the turn, but
battled stubbornly from along the rail in the drive to just miss. OSTRACIZE hopped at the start, but saved ground through the first turn to gain a stalking trip
at the rail through the stretch the first time, maintained her position in the run down the backside, rallied along the inside entering the final turn, and closed
two wide in the drive while drifting in late. PINEAPPLE TIDBITS settled off the early pace while racing just off the rail through the stretch the first time, held
her position in the run down the backstretch, rallied two wide through the final turn, and closed three wide in the drive. ICE BREAKER away well and was
allowed to settle well off the early pace while racing one out from the rail entering the stretch the first time, launched her bid from the back of the pack while
saving ground at the rail entering the final turn, steadied when in tight quarters at the rail in mid stretch and lost all momentum. TEXAS HUMOR stalked the
leaders while racing three wide through the stretch the first time, struggled to hold her position in the run down the backside, and weakened over the final
furlong. Following the running of this race there was a jockey's claim of foul. The rider of ICE BREAKER lodged a claim of foul against the rider of
OSTRACIZE for alleged interference in mid stretch. After review the claim of foul was upheld, and OSTRACIZE was disqualified from third and placed fifth.
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
