BYE BYE MILES away in
good order, stalked the pace three wide, advanced and took over into the stretch, clear a furlong out, proved no match for the winner late while holding sway
for the place. STANIEL CAY off slow and was bothered, trailed toward the inside early, worked way out three wide by late in the turn, staged a belated rally
to finish up willingly to close the gap on the runner up. FLYIN PRIVATE pressed the early leader off the inside, challenged with the runnerup inside that one
and between horses late in the turn, failed to sustain that bid through the lane. IMPROBABLE LUCK broke back, was used to move up inside to show the
way into the turn, vied briefly late in the bend then faltered when headed.

MUSEUM QUALITY closest to the dueling leaders up the backstretch, moved closer three wide late in the turn, set down, collared the lone leader nearing
the furlong marker, drove well clear. BATTLEOFTHERAVINE dueled up front closest to the inside, disposed of the other speed to be clear into the stretch,
offered brief resistance to the winner when that one came calling with a furlong remaining then could not match strides, fully extended to save the place.
JOEWILLY lacked early foot off the inside, angled in a bit to be in the two path early turn, split foes late in the bend then finished up willingly to be gaining for

the second spot late. LORD DIAMOND in the second flight while three wide, remained within striking distance into the stretch, lacked a closing punch. LAKE
OF FIRE steadied slight in some early traffic, void of speed, two path turn, improved position with some interest down the lane. COAL STONE off a step
slow, moved up to race in mid pack along the inside, went evenly through the lane. BABY NOVA back off the pace while out in the strip, four wide through
the turn, bettered her position through the lane without posing a serious threat. LUCKY DESTINY in the main body while racing three wide through the turn,
had little for the drive. GETTY'S REVENGE away well, alternated up front in the two path for a half, first to blink turning for home. JIMMY four wide in the
second flight into and through the turn, tired in the drive.

AWESOME ANNMARIE forwardly placed off the inside, advanced and pressed the issue into the turn before vying between rivals, shook clear of the other
speed when straightened for home, enough left to last. RIOBELLA broke back, moved inside through the turn, came back out when set down for the drive,
made a late run out in the strip to rapidly close the gap on the winner, missed, left the track via the equine ambulance. ROCK STAR PARKING closest to the
leaders into and through the turn, continued to save ground into the lane, some mild late interest to close the gap late. WREAKING HAVOC one paced while
off the inside, between rivals into the stretch, steered widest, improved with some belated interest while remaining well out in the strip. AUSTRIAN NAVY
chased the early leader, moved to challenge and vied three wide through the turn, weakened through the stretch. TELL ME WHEN broke alertly, cleared
early inside, contested the issue closest to the rail through the turn, gave way entering the stretch. ATLANTIC STRIKE lacked early speed, idled in the two
path through the bend, failed to muster a significant response through the lane. SUMMER SHOES four wide into the turn when off the pace, tired.
COURAGEOUS CAPPEN broke out then swerved in to spot the field a couple of lengths, trailed throughout.

KING RUSSELL close up front the start, pressed the leader from the outside, engaged that one into the far turn, dueled, shook off that rival, drew out
steadily through the lane while drifting out. MENA forwardly placed while racing three wide, remained with striking distance into the stretch, proved no match
for the winner in the drive, lasted for the place. NULLIFY five wide into the first turn when in mid pack four wide late in the second bend, rallied and was
getting to the runner up late. HARLEEZY in the main group off the inside, crept a bit closer between horses, lacked clear room in steadying slightly, went
evenly to the wire after regathering. SPOILER six to five wide first turn when off the early pace, continued back, took up behind horses late in the final turn,
recovered and showed some late interest to improve position. PIKE PLACE last away, trailed for five furlongs, three wide into the stretch, passed some
tiring foes in improving position. SILVER HEIST within striking distance three wide, came up empty for the stretch. CALIFORNIA TIGER took over to set the
pace along the inside, faltered when headed by the winner second turn. BOURBON AFICIONADO remained back in failing to menace. TITLE CONTENDER
forwardly placed while four wide with the first flight in the first turn, continued outside when beginning to fade while four wide again in the second bend,
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trailed home.
