PINK ROSE vied three wide outside a rival, cruised clear leaving the five sixteenths, opened up after being set down in upper stretch, remained well clear
past the sixteenth marker and was taken in hand late. SHIGEKO , four wide into and around the first turn, edged up through the backstretch run and was in
range outside a rival past the half, remained off the inside into the lane and kept on willingly to be second best. DIXIE GROOVE lagged off the inside, was
urged along two wide near the five sixteenths, swung well out in the track for the stretch run and finished with interest. MAVILUS , urged along three wide,
failed to generate a serious run. DANCING CHIME stalked the dueling leaders while saving ground, angled out with chase into the lane, raced between
runners nearing the sixteenth marker and faded. PEACH PERFECT broke slowly, saved ground and failed to rally. SANDPIPER MEMORIES took over
early and secured the inside, sparred with the winner through the backstretch run, failed to match strides past the five sixteentsh, stayed on with effort to
about mid stretch then weakened.
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
