SOMETHINABOUTHER stalked outside in the third flight, loped along making no movement down the backside, mounted a rally circling three wide outside
horses three furlongs out, angled to the six path with her sights set on the frontrunner in upper stretch, took control by the sixteenth pole outside and with
that well timed late move had just enough in reserve to hold off the late challenge outside at the wire for the victory. AS CATCH CAN was situated outside a
runner close to the back of the pack, galloped along making little progression three deep along the backstretch, had a quick turn of foot three wide with
runners on both sides moving sharply at the five sixteenths pole, was in range for a piece of the prize three wide by the time they straightened out for the
drive, shifted out four wide with a sixteenth left to run and with one last burst closed with a rush just missing at the finish line outside for the win. READY
FOR CANDY stalked on the inside close to the back, darted between foes starting to make a sharp move in the two path with three furlongs from home, had
to be taken up coming up quickly on a stopping rival having no room to navigate at the quarter pole, lost all momentum, regrouped three wide in upper
stretch and tenaciously fought back closing smartly late to be a clear but troubled third while not being beaten all that much for the win as well. SALT was
bumped at the start trailing in the early going, settled into stride at the rear three deep down the backside, had a sharp turn of foot circling four wide midway
through the final bend, angled five wide at the top of the lane, kept on coming willingly in deep stretch but just missed hold for the show money at the wire.

ARISTELLA had a
tracking role between runners in the first of two turns, settled in the second flight outside a challenger down the backside, was nudged midway around the
last turn three wide between horses making a good rally, continued to run in upper stretch on the fence until the sixteenth pole but needed more late to
threaten for a share in deep stretch. NO TIME travelled three wide watching the pacesetter outside into the first turn, moved in to flank the frontrunner
outside down the back straight, was urged three eighths out but could not move forward with the leader on the far turn, stopped quickly on the fence at the
guarter pole and had no more to offer in the stretch running. CHARLOTTE'S HEART was tucked in on the rail behind the pacesetter in the early stages,
travelled on the fence in the second flight on the inside down the backstretch, was roused on the rail three furlongs out offering no response, backed away
through the field with five sixteenths remaining and galloped down the stretch to the wire.

TARANTO TITAN was situated on the rail tracking the engaged pair along the backside, edged closer starting to uncork a run in the two path three furlongs
from the wire, pounced three wide at the quarter pole, seized control outside at the eighth pole and was kept to the task late to comfortably hold for the win
when crossing the finish line. MEDIA SENSATION stalked in the third tier on the outside down the backside, began to quicken past horses three wide
outside rivals with five sixteenth left to run, shifted out in the four path being in the hunt for a share in early stretch and kept on coming until the end but did
not have enough late to threaten the winner while besting the rest. DESOLATOR had a stalking role ahead of a couple runners in the early parts of the race,
began to lengthen stride five sixteenths from the prize, gathered speed angling out six wide for the drive to the wire and closed in belatedly in the last eighth
to capture third money. CLASSY WHISPER broke in at the start, settled inside in the third grouping down the backside, kept pace with rivals in the two path
through the far turn to be in the mix three wide at the top of the lane and finished up mildly between foes getting up for minor placing in the end. MEHLEK
stalked two wide near the rear between horses, travelled on the rail ahead of two runners down the backside, had to wait for a moment shifting out off a
tiring runner two wide coming up to the quarter pole, angled in the five path turning for home and finished up willingly in the final furlong passing some late.

ASK IN MY NAME stalked close to the back three wide into the
first turn, improved to settle in midfield along the backside, tried to rally closing the gap in the three path to be fanned out seven wide when leaving the far
turn and lacked a rally outside rivals down the stretch. LION KINGDOM was bumped at the start, co-trailing outside into the initial bend, stalked ahead of
only one runner along the backstretch and managed to pass the tiring early speed foe at the furlong marker. COMMANDER JOE dueled inside for the lead
on the rail in the early stages, had nothing left to offer with three furlongs out giving way up top, dropped back through the field on the fence around the last
turn and could not offer a finish in the stretch running.
